BYE-LAWS

FOR THE
REGULATION AND MANAGEMENT
OF THE
GARDENS
OF THE
ROYAL SOCIETY OF TASMANTA.

—C—

1. All expenditure of money and labour in the Gardens
solely with a view to profit shall be avoided.

2. Ornamental Trees, Shrubs, and flowering plants
which are alveady plentiful in the Colony, and the ordinary
sorts of fruit-trees and the common culinary or other eco-
nomical vegetables shall only be cultivated m order to
illustrate some new or improved treatment of the plants,
or some new application of their products. The common
sorts of fruit-trees now in the Gardens shall therefore be
replaced, as speedily as possible, with varieties more legiti-
mately the object of the Society’s attention—one or two
specimens of each being retained as examples.

3. Labels shall be affixed to plants along the borders,
and in all accessible situations in the Gavdens, having
legibly written upon them in black letters on a white
ground the names of the plants. The Tnglish names to be
written on one side and the Botanical names on the other.



4. Plants, seeds, fruits, cuttings disposable at the Soci-
ety’s Gardens shall have prices fixed upon each ; and they
shall only be distributed to applicants on payment of such
prices, which shall not be less than those charged hy mar-
ket-gardencrs and nursery-men in Hobart Town. In the
case of rare and choice plants a preference-right to purchase
shall be reserved to Members for one month, at the close
of which time they will be open to the public.  Members
shall have an abatement of 50 per cent. from the amount
of all purchases made by them. Subject to these condi-
tions—the first applicant shall have the first claim.

5. The Public shall have free admission to the Gardens
every day of the week.

6. The honrs of admission shall be from Ten o'cloek
a.m. to Six o’clock p.m., or sunset, whichever may first
happen, except upon Sundays when the doors shall be open
during the afternoon from two to six o’clock only.

7. Every visitor shall write his or her name in the book
kept for this purpose at the entrance to the Gardens,

8. Visitors are strictly pl’rlhﬂ)?toﬂ from gathering [ruits,
flowers, or seeds, the produce of the Garvdens, and from
interfering with any other property there.

0. Nothing shall be removed from the Society’s Gardens
without the knowledge and permission of the Superinten-
dent.

10, The Superintendent 1s authorised to supply cut-
flowers gratuitously to Members of the Society only, on
application for the same.

b
11. A monthly retwrn of the number of visitors to the
Gardens shall be made through the Secretary to cach
monthly meeting of the Council by the Superintendent.

12. A nominal return of plants which have flowered
and of fruits in season at the Gardens during cach month,

shall in like manner be farnished periodically by the Super-
intendent, '

13. A monthly return shall in like manner he made by

the Superintendent of all plants, seeds, &c., received at the
Gardens whether by donation, exchange, or otherwise.

14. A return shall likewise be made by the Superin-
tendent of the dispatch of all plants, seeds, &e., sent away,
with a statement of the name of the recipient or consignee,
and whether it be in exchange, by donation to some public
institution, or otherwise.

15. A statement shall at the same time, and in the
same way, be furnished by the Superintendent of all sales
of plants, seeds, scions, &e., to Members of the Society and
to the public respectively, showing the prices paid in each
case.

16. A Time-Bool® or Work-Book showing the names,
rate of wages, and nature of employment from dav to day,
of men working at the Gardens, shall in like manner be

-sent in at the close of each month by the Superintendent.

17. An Account Book shall be kept by the Superin-
tendent and submitted in a similar way at the close of each
month in which shall be entered in detail the disburse-
ments at the Gardens during the month preceding.

18. A Return shall be made in like manner at the close
of each year of the furniture, implements, and utensils, the
property of the Society, in possession of the Superinten-
dent, showing the value of the same for service,

3— (1) For the purpose of managing the Botanical
Gardens and the other purposes of this Act, there shall be
a board of trustees.

{b) a member of the Faculty of Science in the Univer-
sity of Tasmania elected annually by the Council
of the University to hold office until his successor
is elected;

At the last meeting of the Royal Society of
Tasmania, a discussion took place concerning the destruction
of trees on the Domain, and it was resclved tc draw the
attention of the Council to this matter in order that steps
might be taken to stop the destruction. It was further
resolved to ask that in future native trees be planted on the
Domain, not cnly on account of the fact that we should
encourage the plantation of native trees in our own reserves,
but alzso because the root system of our native trees is far
better suited to the Domain scil than any lmported plants
which depend so largely for their growth unon an extenaive
tap roote.

During the discussion, severzl members who live
in the proximity of the Domain stated that it was quite
common to hear chopping proceeding at all hours of the night.

As regards native plants, & number would grow of
their own accord if certain limited areas were enclosed for
certain periodss At the present time all small plants
thut spring up are esten off by sheep or other animalse

TuE majority of the House of Assembly,
we are pleased to find, agreed with us
in regarding any repudiation of the
contract made with the Royal Society
as unjustifiable and dishonest. The
contention that a “ permanent” agree-
ment made by one Government may be
upset by another found no support
from the House, which recognised, if
the Premier and Treasurer did not,
that there are some obligations binding
on the Parliament and the country,
while the Parliament is honourable and
the country solvent. 'The contract
wade between the Government and the
Royal Society in 1885 is therefore as
solemn and binding to-day as it was
then, and we are glad to find that
among legislators there is an almost
unanimous opinion that no saving is a
true one which cannot be made with
honour.—Mercury, July 29th, 1695,



TASMANIAN MUSEUM AND
BOTANICAL GARDENS.

Simvce we drew attention to the pro-
posal of the Government to reduce the
vote to the (ardens, which, as we
pointed out, would be a direct repudia-
tionanda breach of contract, we have had
forwarded to us a pamphlet containing
a letter from the Chairman of the
Museum and Botanical Gardens, Sir
. W. Agnew, addressed to the hon.
the Chief Secretary. The pamphlet
also contains some facts leading up to
the passing of the Act, which clearly
show that Parlis ment in the year 1885
made a distinet arrangement with the
toyal Society that in consideration of
that body surrendering all claim to the
Museum and Gurdens, the land, build-
ings, and collections, the Government
agreed to grant, not an anqual endow-
ment, but a fixed permanent en
dowment for the said Museum and
Gardens.  This agreement, we hold, is
most solemuly binding on both the
Government and the Royal Society,
and can in no way be altered unless by
direct and unjust repudiation. The
Attorney-General of the day (Me. J. S.
Dodds), in moving the second reading
of the bill, said that it was pro-
osed to fix the grantin-aid by
aw instead of voting it year by
year. He further said that the
Society bhad been in full possession of
the buildings for years, and were will-
ing to hand over the large and valuable
collections to a National Museum, and
that the Council of the Royal Society
were in fact giving up a veryjereat'deal.
The Hon. T. Reibey strongly supported
the bill, and said that he thought the
bill wasa move in theright direction, and
one that wus creditable alike to them-
selves and to the country, and would
tend to have a good educational effect
on the community at large. In the
Council, members werve all in favour of
the measure, The Hon. Dr, Agnew, in
speaking, said that he hoped to see this
Museum thoroughly established and
equipped, and to see other Museums
formed throughout Tasmanin. He
thouzht, for example, that Launceston
ought to have a Museum of its own.
This latter part has become an accom-
plishel fact., Ounr Northern friends,
with the assistance of the Hobart
Museum, have since this Aect was
passed started an excellent Musenm
and Art (allery, which are a ecredit,
not only to Launceston, but to the
whole colony, The Hon. the Treasurer
(Mr. P. O, Fysh), then holding a seat in
the Counecil, strongly supported the
proposal, and said that they owed a
debt of gratitude to the Council of the
Society, and, further, he believed that
this was one of the educational depart-
ments of their system. The facts have
been trenchantly stated in the pamphlet
which, we understand, has been sent to
members of both Houses, and it is
hoped that after perusing it Ministers
will see the justice of leaving the
endowment according to the original
agreement. And members generally,
we feel sure, will endorse their action.—
Mereury, July 17th, 1895,

SCIENCE AND THE TREASURER’S
AXE,
81r,—As one of the Council of the Royal
Society, I think I may state that the whole
of the members view with counsiderable ap-
prehension the proposal of the Government
to reduce the vote to the Museum and
Gardens thie year, This vote cannot be
looked upen in any other light than that of
permanent endowment ; and a knowledge of
the facts of its inception, combined with a
perusal of the correspondence connected with
SirdJumesAgnew'sletter tothe ChisfSecretary,
must convince anyone that interference with
it amounts to sn act of repudistion. It was
in cousideration for the large eums of money
spent, during sll the years since 1846, by
the Society on the Museum and the
Gurdens, that the Government—when the
Society surrendered its rights so as to
make the iustitutions thoronghly national
—granted the endowment, Is it not,
therefore, an act of iojustice, as well
as of repudiation, for the Treasurer to
*“‘lay in his axe of retrecchment” to this
flourishivg tree of sciemce ¥ In a scheme
of rerrecchment iv is poor statesmanship to
‘“go for" educational institations,particu-
larly those which sre in such cloze touch
with the public as a Museum and Botanical
Gardens. It cannot be denied that these
are an important source of educaticn and
instruction in hiology and kindred science,
and that they impuart an immense amonot of
information to those who had no &ceess to
books on such subj.cts,

Retrenchmert bere is ill-judged and un-
wise, as for the sake of a *'few hundreds”
the acquisition of knowledge by the present
and futnure generaticns is hindered. It should
rather be the policy ¢f a wize Government to
foster institutions like these to the utmost,
and so enconrpge the growth of knowledge,
governing thereby for the future as well as
for the present.

As a eource of instruction in the patural
geiences with which they deal our Museum
and Gardens are second to nooe in the
colopies ; this, of course, with due regard
to the smull size of the country and the
scope thece inatitutions have had. The
musenm has improved steadily noder the new
mansgement. No man has worked harder
than the present curator, Mr, A, Morton, in
remodelling and re-arrangiog the collections,
adding to them and rendering them in-
structive. It is no light task to carry out
the wotk of renovetion in such an institu-
tion, as the writer can testify to, baving
worked in & similar capacity for several
years in the Royal Asiatic Society’s
Museum at Colombo. The proposal, there-
fore, tocripple his work by catting off funds
is asomewhat ghastly reward for his labours
to the country. The addition of the Art
Gallery, with its large collection of valuable
pictures, a veritable boon to a young
communily like ours, should commend the
proper up-keep of the Muneenm to the
people’s representatives. The Gardens
scarcely need any written commendation,
They speak for themselves, Mrp. Abbott
hus devoted years of hard work to make
them instructive to those who take
an interest in botany and the history of
exotic flora ; and the picturesqueness which
meets the eye on entgring the gates is ad-
mired by all v.iaimrﬁ‘Lookiug at the pro-
posed retrenchment in whate

£600 for the Botanical Gardens was postponed last night—a sub-
stantial majority voting for the postponement in order that the
Government might have the opportunity of arranging for, at any
rate a temporary reduction of this vote (from £800) by £200 by
consent of the Royal Society. I would add that while this
matter was under debate it was suggested that the Society should
be called upon to pay for the jail labour employed in the Gardens,
and that if the Society consented to paying £200 per annum for
this labour and allowing this charge to be deducted from the vote
the object sought by the postponement might be obtained.

LExplaining the Claim of the Trustees of the Tasmanian Museum and

Art Gallery to have their equitable right to land adjoining the
present Musewm placed beyond dispute.

A Memorial from the Couneil and Fellows ol the Royal Soeciety and Citizens of Hobart to
His Excellency the Governor, dated the 22nd day of June, 1857, sets forth the facts connected
with the hmn:lnur of the Museum in the year 1848, explains the "’hl.dl.l ul growth of the Iustitu-
tion, and the 11:_'U_w1t_ for providing more space than that which was available in the building
then held on lease by the Royal Society. The Memorial goes on to state—*That upon an
“application made some time since to your Excellency's Government by the Couneil of the Royal
“Society for o site and a grant of money in aid of a Building Fund for a Tasmanian Museum,
“ your Excellency’s nequiesgence was signified and a request eonveyed by yonr Executive Ministers
“to the Council of the Soe ity to prepare and submit plans, ete, of a smutable building.  That
“ plans, seetions, and an elevation, ete., of a spacious building with commodious internal arrange-
“ents for a Museumn, and accommodation for a Publie Library, were accordingly prepared and
“ gubmitted, and that no exception has been taken to the same since they have been in the
¢ possession and under the consideration of vour Execellency's responsible advisers.

“That the ground originally proposed as a site for the Museum at the angle formed by
“ Macquarie and Murray Streets has been otherwise applied, and in lieu thereof a piece of land
“near the site of the Old Government House, in every way suitable, promised for that purpose.

“That a subseription has been commenced for raising part of the fund required for the
“erection of the Museum, and it is confidently hoped that £2000 and upwards will be thus
“ obtained, the expense of erecting the building, including space for o free Library, being
“estimated at £7,000.”

The ground herein deseribed, as t)rl(rmull_) proposed as a site for the Muaseum, at the angle
formed hy Maequarie and Murray Streets, 18 that on whieh the Derwent and Tamar Offices and
the Savings Bank now stand.

It will be noticed that the original design was to have a free Ll]n.Ll\ attached to or
adjoining the Musewn. The records of the Royal Soeieby show that on the 3rd of August, 1857,
the Seeretary wrote to the then 'Treasurer of the colony, the Hon. F. M. Inne% inquiring whether,
111 accordance with n letter which had been received Trom the Colonial Secretary, the uunund

that had been speecified by the Government as a site for the proposed Tasmanian Museum,
namely (the ground at the angle of Murray and Maequarie Streets above-mentioned), had been
defined and its boundaries marked off on the Maps of the Colony. and requesting that, if this had
not been doue, such instruetions might be given as would ensure its exeention at an early date,
so that the Society might be in n position to take immediate steps for raising funds to aid in the
erection of the l‘mhim'w To this letter a reply was received, dated 5th b(latemht_l 1857, which
stated that = the sale of the allotment in question has been deeided upon, but that the vIaims of
the Royal Society will not be overlooked when the land attaehed to the present Government
House 1s available.”

In a subse qll-;ht letter to the Colonial Seeretary, dated 30th November, 1857, the Seeretary
of the Society again urged the immediate necessity for making provision “ for the erection of &
building suitable for a Museum, or so mwueh of & Tuilding as may suffice for the present require-
ments of the Institution and the country, bewring in nind that armple space must be left around
for extension herveafter, such Imstitutions being in their natwre cumulative and expansive
beyond amy it we can assigi to them.”




The Report of the Soeciety for the year IN58 sets out that the overcrowded condition
of the Museum had at length drawn from the Government a praetical recognition
of its urgent elaims for assistance, the Legislature having granted a saum of £3.000 in aid
of a building fand, conditionally upon £1.500 being raised by private subseription. It is
further reported that a subseription list had been commenced some time hefore, but that it was
suspended in eonsequence of some doubts having arisen as to the possitality of obtaining from
the Crown an appropriate site lor the l»uilding_ but the site so long promised having bheen
Gazetted on the 22ud of January of that year, anid as it might be presumed that it was practically
oranted, the eanvassing for aulnqgrlptlmla had been vesumed and the sum of £1,500 was shor |1y
afterwards raised (llus was subsequently inereased to £2,000.) The site last referved to is
that now occupied by Franklin Square, and is marked on the Official Chart as “ granted for a
Museum,” and Gazetted on 22nd January, 1859. This site had a frontuge of 140 feet on
Macquarie-street and a similar length of frontage on Davey-street, with a depth of 265 feet, the
whole area being 3 roods 16 perches.

The Report for the year 1860 relates that, resting in all contidence on the good faith of the
Government as to the granting of the site for the Museum, the sum of £1,600 had been raised
by private subscription in accordance with the conditions of the Parlinmentary Grant. but that
the Government had intimated to the Couneil its mahility to make a prant of the land which
had been Gazetted as a site, and expressed an intention of otherwise providing aceommodation
for the Musenm. It was further reported that the proposal of Ministers was to give wholly
inadequate and unsuitable acecommodation i eonneetion with a new range of buildings for
" Departmental purposes which it was intended to erect at the back of the new Supreme Court-
house in Macquarie-street.  This proposal was accompanied by very onerous and, in fact,
impossible conditions, Tt 1s to Le noted in passing that the setion of the Government in the
matter was a distinet breach of faith with those who had subseribed so largely, relying upon the
arrancement as to the site being loyally adhered to. In the following year 1t 18 luguutml that
the Couneil had succeeded in obtaining a cood site for the new Mnhul.nn, and that designs had
been furnished for the building. In the year 1862 the portion of the bLuilding, which was
evidently only designed as a p.J.lt of wmore extensive building, \\ as completed, and the Museum
was established in 1ts new quarters at the angle of Macquarie and Argyle streets,

No récord hng yet been discovered as to the exact area granted at this site, but from all that
can be gathered it was clearly the intention to grant the land extending from Maeguarie-street
to Davey-street, and 1t is important to reme .mber that even this area would be one-third less than
that originally granted (now Franklin Sguare). The portion now left uneoloured on the
acecompanying plan was originally more or less covered by the waters of the harbour at high
tide, and 1t was pradually veclaimed and eame to be used as a convenient place for depositing
stacks of timber. No steps seem to have been taken by the Soeiety to secure their oeccupation
of it. Attention having been called to the faet that the oceapant had no authority to use the
land for this purpose, some sort of annual lease or license was issued by the Land's Offiee,
apparently without any notice to, or knowledge of, the Royal Society, which bady by an Act of
Parliwnent in the year 1885 handed over to the Trustees of the Musemn all their right, title,
and interest in the land and buildings (with the exception of one room rvetained for the
meetings of the Royal Society) on the condition that the Institution should be a
public one to which admission was to be free of charge. Tt is therefore the Trustees of the
Musenm and Art Gallery who now elaim through their predecessors, the Royal Society, that the
whole of the sife exte illhnn to Davey-strect shonld now be permanently vested in them for the
benetit of the public.

I have further to inform you that having submitted to the
Queen your request that lier Majesty would be pleased to become the
Patroness of the Society and to allow it to be called "The Royal
Society of Van Diemen’s Land for Horticulture and Botany and the
Advancement of Science", Her Majesty has graviously acceded to your
request.
